GARNERS CREEK BASIN STORM WATER UTILITY COMMISSION

The regular meeting of the Garners Creek Basin Storm Water Utility Commission was called to order by President, Joe Sprangers at 6:30 p.m.  
Commission members in attendance included: Beth Sewall, Rob Mani, and Bob Streck. Commissioners Steve Bevers, Ruth Wulgaert, and Mike Krych were absent. Also in attendance were: Cathy Drews Administrative Assistant for Garners Creek, Carl Sutter and Phil Kleman of McMahon, Sean Hutchison, Director of Public Works, Village of Combined Locks, Angela Gorall, Administrator, Town of Buchanan, and Judy Hebbe of the Times Villager. 
The Agenda was considered for approval as presented.  Motion was made by Rob Mani to approve the Agenda.  Motion was seconded by Beth Sewall and passed unanimously.
The Minutes from the following meetings were considered for approval as presented.

10/01/09 – Regular meeting minutes, motion to approve by Bob Streck seconded by Rob Mani and passed unanimously.

9/24/09 – Special meeting minutes, motion to approve by Rob Mani seconded by Beth Sewall and passed unanimously.

10/15/09 – Public hearing minutes, motion to approve by Beth Sewall seconded by bob Streck and passed unanimously.

The Bills and the Treasurers Report were considered for approval as presented.  Motion was made by Beth Sewall to approve the Bills and the Treasurers Report.  Motion was seconded by Rob Mani and passed unanimously. 
Next agenda item was public comment. As there was none the matter was considered closed.
The next agenda item was an update on the optional mowing at the Springfield Pond site as part of the bid from Stumpf Creative Landscapes. Phil Kleman said he talked to Stuart Boerst and Stuart recommends having the one time mowing, it will help with the mitigation. Motion was made by Beth Sewall and seconded by Bob Streck to approve the mowing. Motion passed unanimously. 
The next item on the agenda was to discuss and consider the time it takes town clerks to review the schedule of charges. Angela Gorall said the county sends them the program and they plug in the charges. For the last two years or so, getting the Garners Creek charges on has taken a lot of time. Carl has to go through the whole roll parcel for parcel and Buchanan has to do almost the same thing. After corresponding back and forth with Carl, it is all straightened out for this year. Angela added that in the process they would start going through the charges and they would catch an error and then they would go further and catch another error and they know if something is wrong the Buchanan staff will be the ones to get phone calls. They have almost 3,100 parcels on the whole roll and when they find one mistake then they don’t trust the whole thing. They think working with McMahon and the Utility there has to be another way to make sure this is more efficient for everybody. Joe Sprangers asked how we are going to correct this. Angela said Carl has been working with Colleen at their office and they have concluded that they are going to do a little more work up front before they give Carl the roll. Usually they get the assessment roll from the County and send it to Carl. They keep a list of things to watch out for during the year, so they think it comes down to some better communication up front. Angela said she doesn’t know if Combined Locks has an issue. Cathy Drews asked Racquel who said it really isn’t a problem – she emails the roll to Carl in excel and Carl compares changes and then Racquel checks the changed parcels and spot checks the others and it usually takes about an hour, but they have a lot less parcels then Buchanan. Angela said it takes one staff person a full day to go through it all and they have to check things that were not corrected last year and then they would pop back up again the following year. Buchanan has a lot of splits happening and their roll is a bit complicated. Angela added that they don’t want it to be more burdensome on Carl and the Utility but there must be a more efficient way of doing this. Joe added that Penny sent something also and he asked Carl to comment on it. Carl said he and Penny have been working on this. There is a discrepancy and they know it is a duplex that somewhere along the line Carl has a duplex on his spreadsheet that is not showing up on the county’s assessment roll. Carl talked to Penny today and Mike Schlaak at the County. Mike sent Carl and excel spreadsheet showing how all the charges are. Carl said to find this he will have to go on the County website and walk through the parcels starting with the duplex parcels. Carl added that the discrepancy is $115.20 so we are getting to the point of diminishing returns. Joe said how much time can you put in to find a hundred dollar error. The question was raised – what about next year, this will just keep showing up. Joe asked Angela if Buchanan had any problems like this. Angela and Carl agreed that Buchanan’ charges are correct now. Carl said that after he receives the tax rolls from the municipalities he makes changes and shades them on the spreadsheets. The clerks should be able to just change the shaded ones and that’s really it. Rob and Joe said that this discrepancy in Harrison’s schedule may have diminishing returns in the short term but in the long term you have a significant amount of money. The consensus of the commission was to continue looking for the discrepancy. 
Next agenda item was to discuss a complaint received by the Town of Buchannan regarding parked vehicles and tires at the Springfield Pond construction site. Phil said a couple of weeks ago we got the call from someone on Westtown Court. The contractor was utilizing the road right of way to stage some of the storm sewer pipe as it was coming off the truck. Phil contacted the contractor and they removed the pipe right away. Everything is being kept out of the road right of way so this issue has been resolved
The next item on the agenda was an update on correspondence with the DNR regarding the Hearthstone/Noe Road “offline” Pond. Phil said there is no up date. Joe said he doesn’t think we will meet our time line on this project. Phil said it may be possible if we hear something from Mr. Brand next week, then we could hold a special meeting. Joe said if we hear something affirmative then we should meet and discuss it. Phil said he will check into it.
The next agenda item was to consider approval of pay request #1 from J & E Construction for work performed through October 15, 2009 at Springfield Pond. Phil said they are moving forward and they have a majority of the southern pond dug. They are now working on the more northerly pond and hoping for substantial completion by the first snow fall. Storm sewer will be going in next week. Motion was made by Bob Streck to pay J & E Construction $66,998.75 and seconded by Rob Mani. Motion passed unanimously. 
Next agenda item was to consider approval of pay request #3 and Change Order #1 for work at Main Street and Regal Ponds. Phil said the change order was for replacing the pavement at Regal Cinema. Pay request #3 is for Main Street Pond which is completed as far as it will go this year. Next year they will come back to both ponds for wetland and prairie plantings. Motion was made by Beth Sewall and seconded by Rob Mani to approve pay request #3 and change order #1in the amount of $52,017.28. Motion passed unanimously. 
The next item on the agenda was to consider approval of pay request #1 from Tom Van Handel Corporation for work on the 2009 Erosion Control projects. Carl said these projects are substantially completed. He added we had to add some more bio-logs on Shepherd Lane. Motion was made by Rob Mani and seconded by Beth Sewall to approve certificate #1 in the amount of $46,236.36. Motion passed unanimously. 
The next agenda item was general business:
Carl said they had an on-site meeting with John Brand for the stream just south of Darboy Sanitary District. Mr. Brand has agreed to re-routing the stream 150 feet further to the south. They sent a survey crew out and are working on plans to submit for a permit. Darboy Sanitary District will do some shielding right now on a temporary basis. This will be a 2010 project.
Phil said he had handed out a budget sheet summary of what the Utility will be receiving from the AARA Federal Stimulus Funds. The amount the Utility will receive based on this budget sheet is $1.1 million. We will also be maximizing the Urban Non-Point Grants. 

Motion to adjourn was made at 7:10 pm by Rob Mani, seconded by Beth Sewall and passed unanimously.
