The Minutes & Agenda were considered for approval as presented.  Motion was made by Beth Sewall to approve the Minutes and the Agenda, motion was seconded by Rob Mani. Carol pointed out that a correction needed to be made on page 2, paragraph 1. A motion was made, but it doesn’t say by whom, she will make the correction. Motion passed unanimously.

Next item on the agenda was to review & consider approval of bid for herbiciding exotic cool season grasses at Van’s Road Pond.  A motion was made to approve Stumpf Creative Landscapes bid for $1,187.50 by Steve Bevers. Motion was seconded by Beth Sewall. Motion passed unanimously.
Next item on the agenda was to review & consider approval of bid for herbiciding non-prairie grass areas at Springfield Pond and Heartland Pond.  A motion was made to approve Lakeshore Cleaners bid for herbiciding non-prairie grass areas by Ruth Wulgaert. Motion was seconded by Rob Mani.  Motion passed unanimously.

Next agenda item was general business.  Mark McAndrews stated that he will be meeting with Dave Van Zeeland with Axon Hillock Sign Crafters in the next couple weeks to go over different ideas for the memorial plaque for Mike Krych and will his findings back to the Commission for review. 

Rob Mani moved to reopen public comment for Bruce Champagne.  Mr. Champagne brought three different printed options for the signs to be posted at all of the ponds regarding trapping and or hunting.  Beth is wondering if we should have a more permanent sign maybe made out of aluminum.
