#1.  Clerk provides to owner/builder, the document entitled: “NON-RESIDENTIAL REVIEW PROCEDURE, GARNERS CREEK STORM WATER UTILTY” at the time that a building permit application is filled out.

CLERK ADVISES OWNER/BUILDER THAT A BUILDING PERMIT CANNOT BE ISSUED UNTIL THE GARNERS CREEK STORM WATER UTILITY HAS APPROVED THE DRAINAGE PLAN INFORMATION WHICH THE OWNER/BUILDER MUST SUBMIT.

#3.  Engineer Reviews Submittals.  Advises Clerk and Owner/Builder in writing of his decision on drainage plan:

IF ENGINEER APPROVES DRAINAGE PLAN IN WRITING, A BUILDING PERMIT CAN BE ISSUED.

IF ENGINEER DOES NOT APPROVE THE DRAINAGE PLAN INFORMATION THAT WAS SUBMITTED, HE WILL ADVISE THE OWNER/BUILDER AND CLERK IN WRITING.  A BUILDING PERMIT CANNOT BE ISSUED UNTIL THE PLAN IS APPROVED BY THE ENGINEER.

BUILDING PERMIT MAY BE ISSUED WITH RECEIPT OF ENGINEER’S LETTER OF APPROVAL.*
